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What is the Doctor Assessing with My Child?

What is a scoliosis and why is it important to determine if my child has one? 
- A scoliosis is defined as any abnormal lateral curvature of the spine.  Typically when you look at your spine from the back to the front, it should be strait up and down.  If there is a significant curve in your spine, it could be considered a scoliosis as shown below.  Since your spine is the house for your spinal cord, it is important that the structure of the house is strong to protect what is inside!
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If the doctor determines my child might have a scoliosis, why does he recommend a x-ray of their spine? – There are many different causes of a scoliosis.  To measure the severity and determine proper care of a patient with a scoliosis an x-ray is needed.
What is a subluxation, and why is it important to determine if my child has one.
- A subluxation is a misalignment of the bones in your spine called vertebra, which irritate or pinch the nerves coming out of your spine.  Since those nerves control all of the vital organs, glands, blood vessels, muscles, and anything else you can think of in your body, it is important that they are working at 100%.  Many times a subluxation can cause a scoliosis as well.
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If the doctor determines my child might have a subluxation, why does he recommend my child get a Spinal Thermography and Muscle EMG?

- Believe it or not at any one time only 10% of pain signals sent to your brain through your nerves ever reach a conscious level!  Since a majority of subluxations don’t cause pain, but inhibit your organs, glands, muscles, etc. to function at 100%, a chiropractic examination, Spinal Thermography, and Muscle EMG are the only true way to determine the health of your nerves!  Considering that every child falls thousands of times before they learn to walk, these tests are vital to ensuring the health and wellness of every single child, even if they don’t have pain.
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
